TOPS Core grade point average will use a 5 point scale for grades earned in Dual Enrollment courses.BESE determines
which courses qualify. For such courses, 5 quality points will be assigned to a letter grade of “A”, 4 quality points will be
assigned to a letter grade of “B”, 3 quality points will be assigned to a letter grade of “C”, 2 quality points will be
assigned to a letter grade of “D”, and zero quality points will be assigned to a letter grade of “F”. Students earning
credit in courses graded on the 5 point scale may earn a grade point average on the TOPS Core that exceeds 4.00.

State Assessments and Exams
Students are required to pass state-assessment exams in three categories.

Students must pass:

o Algebra | or Geometry, and

o English | or English Il, and

o Biology or U.S. History
*Note: Middle school students taking a high school Carnegie credit course with an LEAP 2025 are required to take
the LEAP 2025 exam. The scores on the LEAP 2025 exams will determine graduation eligibility. The grades earned in

these courses will be used to calculate high school TOPS GPA. If a student wishes to retake the course once in high
school and if a higher grade is earned it will replace the middle school course.

All students enrolled in the courses that have a state assessment exam listed above will be required to take the Leap
2025 exam. For Algebra, Geometry, English |, English 1l, Biology, and US History, the scores on the Leap 2025 exam
will count as the final exam for these courses and will count as 20% of the final grade.

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Retake or Replace Request

Students who take Algebra | as an 8th grader with a B or lower can elect to retake or replace the course. The request is
the parent’s responsibility and must be requested in writing before or during the 9™ grade-scheduling time period. If a
request is submitted after schedules are finalized, the request will not be accepted for the upcoming school year. The
highest score will remain.

Advancement in Middle School
Criteria for Advanced Progression in Middle School (formerly SMA opportunity)

Students wishing to enter an advanced progression for Algebra | in their 8th grade year, should look at the following
criteria. To continue on an Advanced progression in High School, students are recommended to take the ACT prior to
their 10th grade year as ACT is a requirement for Dual Enrollment in later years.

Recommendations mimic Board of Regents Dual Enrollment expectations for readiness indicators:
e Algebra | in their 8th grade year:
Most recent Math Leap score: Advanced or Mastery achievement level AND
Report card grade of an “A” or “B” in 7th grade Math course AND
Most recent Math iReady score: at grade level or above
If no Leap score is available, any standardized test score will substitute. (transfer student)

Advancement in High School
Double Blocking: Advanced Progression in High School

Double blocking is defined as taking two core courses per year in a core subject area for the purpose of acceleration.
(i.e. 2 Math courses, 2 Science courses, 2 English courses, or 2 Social Studies courses) . In a block schedule, students
have many more course opportunities including double blocking that have both benefits and complications. These
recommendations below have been established to facilitate a balance in courses.

Recommendations as set by St. James Parish Schools:
Students are able to double block high school courses in a school year; however, the following must be considered.
(Pathway progressions should be followed) (linked on page 2)

e Non-core electives should be balanced with core classes. All electives should not be academic acceleration
courses.

e Since advanced progression leads to an earlier request of dual enrollment courses, dual-enrollment criteria
should be used when requesting to double block courses (Dual Enroliment Criteria is listed below in the next
section).

o NOTE: Dual enrollment criteria must be met prior to requested/scheduling dual enrollment courses in
the following year. If this criteria is NOT met in the next year, advanced course progression in that
subject is jeopardized. Therefore, dual-enrollment criteria and ACT predictor data should be used when
choosing to double block high school courses to ensure course progression.

o Example: If double blocking Algebra Il and Geometry in the Sophomore year, dual enrollment criteria
will be needed prior to the junior year, in order to request/schedule dual enrollment Algebra Ill, the
next natural course in the advanced progression, in the junior year.

e ACT is recommended at the end of the 9th grade year, in an advanced progression.

*In order to continue in an advanced progression, students must take the ACT and submit their scores prior
to the following year scheduling process.

e English | and English Il cannot be double blocked.

e Upperclassmen priority is used when seats become limited (based on request and graduation needs)
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Dual Enrollment (DE): Criteria for Advanced Progression in High School

St. James Parish Schools is proud of the many opportunities we are able to provide our students. We also believe it
is important for students to balance course loads, school, extra-curricular activities, and life. It is not recommended
that a student, at any level, take more than two Dual Enrollment (DE) Courses per semester while in high school in
promoting this school-life balance.

Student requirements as set by St. James Parish Schools:
e High School Classification of:
- SJPS Instructor-led courses: Sophomore, Junior or Senior
- Online DE courses: Junior or Senior
- Only one DE online course is all allowed to be taken on the home base campus per semester. Students
in more than one DE course taken back to back in a schedule must be assigned at the C3.

e For all Dual Enrollment English, Social Studies or elective courses:
m  English ACT sub-score of 18+ or
m  LEAP 2025 English Il - score of Mastery or above or
m  ACT Aspire English score of 433 or

e For all Dual Enrollment Math or Science courses:
m  Math ACT sub-score of 19+ or
m LEAP 2025 Algebra | or Geometry - score of Mastery or above or
m  ACT Aspire Math score of 431 or
m  Pre-ACT composite of 20 or higher, with Math of 19 or higher
e Technical courses through RPCC (i.e. Ptech courses) do not have an ACT score requirement; however, must maintain a
minimum overall high school cumulative GPA of 2.5

Advancement in Dual Enrollment as set by St. James Parish Schools:
“Advancement” means approval to take more than 4 dual enrollment courses per school year.
e Approval is needed in the following scenarios:
¢ More than 4 dual enrollment courses (F2F and/or online) are requested in a school year.
e More than 2 online dual enrollment courses are requested in a semester
e Approval is based on grades as well as social emotional factors. Approval process: C3 counselor
recommendation to the High School Director to approve.
e All online dual enrollment courses are full semester (16 week) courses. SIPS does not enroll students in short (8
week) online dual enrollment courses.

Application Process

The application process is a requirement for all dual enrollment courses, both classroom-based (F2F) and online learning.
Students must complete the following documents in order to be considered enrolled:
1. St.James District “Student and Parent Consent Form” online application

2. The partnering college application (directions given by district)
3. Submission of ACT scores

Attendance
Students must meet not only the institution’s attendance policy but also the Louisiana Department of
Education attendance policy. Failure to do so may result in failure of the college course and/or the high
school course.

e High school extra-curricular activities or functions during regular school days are not automatically excusable
absences from college DE courses. Prior approval from college professors must be granted on an individual basis, and
it is the responsibility of the student to make these arrangements as needed.

e Contacting college DE professors in advance of semester conflicting dates is highly recommended and encouraged.




Dual Enrollment Fees:
All classroom-based courses are offered free to qualified students. Online courses cost $200 per course. Fees
will be collected at the school site during the scheduling process, through the first two weeks of class. Fees not paid by the
end of the two weeks, the Dual Enrollment course will be dropped and rescheduled with high school elective(s).

e The school district will incur the remaining tuition amount, as well as, any additional instructional materials needed
for courses. (i.e., textbooks, e-books, access codes, other fees) with the exception of withdrawal fees.

e Parking information and fees are the responsibility of the student. Information can be found on each college’s
webpage.

e Payment is to be made, once students are given a schedule with Dual Enroliment courses listed (pending previous
semester final grades) and within the first two weeks of class. Payment directions are given in the “Dual Enrollment
Student and Parent Contract” packet.

o Note: All online course assessments will be proctored. In the event a proctor fee is necessary, the student
should seek reimbursement paperwork from their administrator.

o Note: All online course accommodations (504 and SPED) are the responsibility of the student through the
post-secondary institution, as per the institution's policies.

Grading and Withdrawal

At the beginning of each semester, a list with important dates will be sent to DE teachers and schools.

Students may drop a college course before the institution’s fourteenth day of class with no penalty. If a high school
schedule change can be made during this two-week time frame, then students will be rescheduled in a high school
course. However, if an equal high schedule change is not available there are limited options for students. The counselor
will work with the student to accommodate using other electives including high school online electives.

e If dropping after the fourteenth day: student withdrawals result in a “W” on the college transcript. A
“W” will appear on the college transcript. It is the discretion of the college/university to approve or deny
a student to take another DE class once a course earns a “W”. The student must fill out an Exception
Form and submit to St. James Parish Schools Instruction Department for approval to take further DE
classes. There are limited options for HS credit in this situation.

e Students who earn a D or F in a Dual Enrollment Course: are ineligible to take any DE course the following
semester. Teachers must submit a list of students who earned a D or an F in the course to their high school
counselor or designated administrator signed off by the respective high school principal. Students who drop a
DE course are responsible for paying the $100 drop fee to St. James Parish Schools. The withdrawal form and
the fee must be turned into the teacher together in order for the withdrawal to be processed. The teacher will
submit a withdrawal form and fee to the high school counselor or designated administrator.

e For those students who drop with a “W”: the C3 counselor or designated administrator will remove the DE
designation on the student’s course so that it doesn’t appear on their transcript as a DE class.

Course Offerings

¢ Classes offered by our teachers on our campuses will be scheduled before online courses. Students have a wide-
variety of high school electives to take not only on their home-based campus but also at the C°.

¢ Students (home-based and virtual) who have surpassed many of the above courses will be allowed to schedule
online courses for a cost of $200 per course. This requires approval.

e A 6-hour college credit Calculus course is offered at the C* through Louisiana State University (STEM partner).
Students must enroll in both parts of the Calculus course in order to receive all 6 hours of credit. Students will be
scheduled in Math 1530 (3 credit hours) in the Fall with concurrent enrollment in Math 1540 (3 credit hours) in the
Spring. In order to enroll in Math 1530 a score of 76 or above on the ALEKS test must be achieved. Math 1540
enrollment is dependent on successful completion of Math 1530 with a C or above. This is to ensure the success of
our students enrolled in the course. It is intended that students take these Calculus Courses during their senior
year.

CLEP

What is CLEP?

CLEP (the College-Level Examination Program) offers 33 exams that cover intro-level college course material. With a passing
score on one CLEP exam, at least three college credits could be earned. CLEP exams consist of multiple-choice questions that
range from 90-120 minutes. Juniors and Seniors can choose to take a CLEP exam in St. James Parish during the Spring Semester
of each year. If a student is interested in taking an exam, they should seek advice from their counselor. Once it is reported that
the student will take an exam, the district will distribute a study guide and an examination date will be arranged and made
known to the student. CLEP results are known immediately following the completion of the test.

Where is CLEP accepted?

The CLEP has been the most widely trusted credit-by-examination program for over 40 years, accepted by over 2,900 colleges
and universities and administered in more than 1,800 test centers. This program allows students to demonstrate their
mastery of introductory college-level materials and earn college credit that is widely accepted for transcript credit when
entering a college or university.

What is the criteria to take a CLEP exam?

Students taking a dual enrollment course will be put on a recommendation list by the DE course teacher at the end of the
semester. Students who are not taking a Dual Enrollment course may sign up for CLEP consideration during the CLEP sign up
window each school year, counselor approval is necessary.

Why should my student take the CLEP?

There are two main reasons to participate in the CLEP examination:

1. CLEP can serve as a “safety net” for your students' education if they have already completed a Dual Enrollment course in the
same area, as the CLEP exam is more widely accepted than dual enrollment college credits are accepted at some colleges and
universities. The CLEP exam simply credits the students transcript with the course that correlates to the passing exam score. If
your student has not taken the DE course that the CLEP exam correlates with, then it will serve as an attempt to receive credit
for that course.

2. At graduation, recognition and an award is given to students who have passed at least one CLEP exam. This award will be
given during the main campus’ “Class Night”, and recognition will occur during the student’s main campus graduation
commencement ceremonies. The award is recognized officially as the “CLEP Nationally Recognized Exam Graduation Award”.
Note: If a CLEP exam is a requirement in a course (see course description) then teacher recommendation is not necessary.

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Career and College Center (known as the C3?)

The Career and College Center (known as the C) is a district satellite center merging our former Science and Math
Academy (SMA) with our Career and Technical Center (CTC) to allow students to take courses that accelerate their
career and/or college progression, before graduating from high school. “Career and College Pathway Progressions”
have been developed to help take full advantage of the satellite offerings.

Former SMA and CTC offerings have been redesigned to accelerate students on multiple campuses across the district.
The offerings moved to the C* enable students to be successful in the acceleration of their career and college
pathways, while courses moved to the main campuses offer the prerequisites needed for students to accelerate into
the satellite offerings.

Virtual Academy

The High School Virtual Academy is a school choice program that allows students to take their courses in a virtual
delivery method, with options of instruction on hybrid “in-person” learning days, virtual sessions with “live” teachers,
or independent

learning from home. Students remain connected to the home-based campuses for activities, programs, counseling,
athletics, extracurriculars, and testing.

The Virtual Academy offers the majority of the same course offerings as the home-based campuses. To view the
complete list, see the course descriptions below for a “virtual” indication on these offerings.

Freshman Academy
St. James Parish Schools is aimed to meet the needs for the most successful learning environment of our students.
Students entering into their 9th grade (freshman) school year will enter the “Freshman Academy”.

Freshman Academy courses are designed in 9th grade cohorts, where the majority of the students in the course are of
freshman status. The Freshman Academy includes courses such as: English |, Math Essentials, Algebra |, Civics, Physical
Science, Freshman Seminar, and an option between Media & Visual Art or NCCER Core.
